In the beginning of this
year, | went to Teaneck, New
Jersey to improve my English
at an ESL course with ELS
Language Centers, a
company that teaches
English in the US.

Of course, those words came from a Brazilian
student. | met people from different parts of the world: from
Japan, China, South Korean, Russia, Georgia, Ukraine,
Colombia, Venezuela, Saudi Arabia, Kuwait and others. | made a
lot of friends, who made it so interesting because | learned
English and at the same time about life in different cultures too.

| lived close to Manhattan so | went there many times. |
just had to take a bus and in 40 minutes | was in the Port
Authority Bus Terminal on 8" Avenue and 34" Street located in
the heart of Manhattan.. From there | visited famous places like

Times Square near 42nd Street, 5" Avenue, Central Park,
Lincoln Center, Rockefeller Center, The Empire State Building,
the Natural History Museum, Chinatown and many other places.

For the first time in my life | saw snow and felt the cold
weather. The snow is so beautiful, but together with the snow
come problems: when it snows a lot, the classes are canceled
because it is dangerous. So every day | had to check the
university website to see if the public safety of the university
allowed the campus to be open. | missed many classes and had
to stay at home
because many |
places were closed
and the buses were
stopped. For 6
weeks there we had
to walk on icy streets
and sidewalks.
